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October Highlights 

· New sensor map released for beta testing – The AOOS Data management team has released Version 2 of the sensor map to a group of beta testers.  We are identifying bugs and compiling feedback.  Keep your eyes peeled for a public release of the new sensor platform in mid November.  
· NWTF – McCammon gave a summary presentation on Arctic research at the Northern Waters Task Force Anchorage meeting on October 11.  The TF is wrapping up its work with a meeting in Barrow in November and developing a package of recommendations for the Legislature.
· AK Sea Grant – The Program’s Advisory Committee met Oct 17-18 and discussed how the program could be responsive to climate change impacts on ecosystems, fisheries, communities, and subsistence.
· Shorezone–-Rob Bochenek and Darcy Dugan attended the annual Shorezone meeting in Anchorage Sept 25-26.  Rob Bochenek demonstrated the emerging Cook Inlet Response Tool (CIRT) that integrates models, sensors and GIS data for Cook Inlet.  The presentation highlighted the integration of Shorezone GIS layers into the CIRT tool including high definition aerial video.  
· DC Meetings – McCammon attended a suite of NFRA meetings in DC Oct 20-21, primarily with NOAA and Commerce staff on future budget and planning activities.  Federal partners are planning an IOOS (Integrated Ocean Observing System) Summit next fall.
· Shellfish Growers meetings  – Dugan attended several shellfish meetings in Ketchikan Sept 26-28, including the board meeting of the new OceansAlaska shellfish grower research and training center, and the Alaska Shellfish Growers Association’s annual member meeting where she presented AOOS data resources.  AOOS is starting to work with the shellfish community to expand ocean acidification monitoring in the nearshore of Southeast.
· Industry Data sharing moving forward – AOOS hosted a 2-hour demonstration September 26 of AOOS data capacities at a work session with representatives of Shell Oil, Statoil and ConocoPhillips as part of an ongoing initiative to make industry data more accessible to the public.
· New PWS and Cook Inlet Pages – AOOS has added two regional pages to the website, highlighting Prince William Sound and Cook Inlet. Visit the ‘regional pages’ tab on the home page to find information on Cook Inlet modeling efforts, the Prince William Sound Field Experiment, and recent news and events in the area.
